The structure for big bell was constructed in 1908 as a mark of respect for Prince SHOTOKU's
distinguished service.

It was the biggest hanging temple beil in the world , weighting 168 tons. However, it was offered
to the goverment during Werld War . After the war, the struciure wis renamed EIREFDO, meanmg
praying for peace of the world and is a peace of worship for the souls of fallen soldiers and sailors.
The main statue is AMIDA-NYORAI from HIEIZAN-ENRY AKUN-TEMPLE. oy
On sither side of AMIDA-NYORAL there are enshrined 2 statues of the Four Guardian King= JIROKU
TEN and ZOCHO-TEN.

In front of this hall are 2 stone-poles on which are written ancient letters

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On July 589, NICHIRA, who is a sige from KUDARA, came to Japan. He gave a respectful greeting
i Prince SHOTOKL, After meening Prince SHOTOKU, who introduced Buddhism to Japar.
