The whole site is separated into three houses: Sha-den, Hon-den, Sa—d?n Wlth U-de:n. l_"here are
" e Myoijin statues which are enshrined in the site including Yawata Sanjin, Kamo, Hiyoshi, etc. In
front of each building, there 1s an Oribe-gata Ishi-doro stone lantern m.ade in 1644.

Garan: a sanctified place where Buddhist monks perform ascetic trainings.
